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General Admission attendees will have 
full access to food, beverages and all 
areas of the event. VIP attendees (21+) 
will have the opportunity to park  
on-site and enter into a private VIP tent that has 
premium drinks, sit-down tables and a unique dessert 
experience with Jill Bartolome.

Audience profile 
We anticipate over 900 attendees at our event this 
year, after having 650 join us last year. Many will be 
residents of Harvest Green — the first Houston-area 
development centered around a community farm. 
Others will likely travel from the Houston Metro Area, 
particularly the inner loop, to experience the food 
and festivities. Our target audiences this year include 
millennials and baby boomers, and foodies of all 
ages.
